NEEDS AND OBJECTIVES

NEEDS: 
Senate Bill (SB) 1067, passed in 1989, requires that SIDS education is included as part of the basic training for certification of emergency first responders.

As a result of Senate Bill (SB) 1068, Section 219, also enacted in 1989, the Health and Safety Code now mandates the provision of “regular and ongoing SIDS education and training programs for those who interact with parents and caregivers following a death from SIDS.”
This training is intended to provide basic SIDS information and prepare emergency room personnel and first responders to support families and childcare providers at the time of a SIDS tragedy.
